Functions and Services of the NLC

ÅHandles all the procedures related to 
licenses/permits/authorizations, title substitutions, 
changes and title revocations as established by the law; 

ÅMaintains and administers the National Registry of 
Licenses and Permits;

ÅEnsures public access to the National Registry of Licenses 
and Permits in accordance with the law; 

ÅInforms and counsels the applicants and the public of the 
procedures to obtain a license, permit or authorization; 



License and Permit Groups

ÅGroup I licenses and permits ς2 days by the NLC

ÅGroup II licenses and permits ς4 days by the NLC 

ÅGroup III licenses and permits ςthrough the NLC 
with the cooperation of line ministries (from 10 to 
30 days) 



National Registry of Licenses

ÅAn integrated portal (www.qkl.gov.al) consisting of three 
main functions: 

ïProcedural instrument

ïPublic information instrument (announces all approved 
and active titles)

ïArchive

ÅAll institutions (central or independent) will have access 
and enter their information into the Registry in 
accordance with Law no. 10081
